lesson plan three to accompany contextual essay

RECOMMENDED GRADE LEVEL: Grades 7 to 12 

OVERVIEW: 
This activity is designed to accompany the contextual essay, A Changing of the Guard: 
Traditionalist, Feminist, and the New Face of Women in Congress, 1955–1976, from Women in 
Congress, 1917–2006. Students have the opportunity to learn more about the women who served  
in Congress from 1955 to 1976. Students are encouraged to analyze the role women Representatives 
and Senators played in Congress during this era, as well as the ways in which they may have 
changed the institution.

OBJECTIVES: 
Students should be able to identify the women who served in Congress from 1955 to 1976.1.	
Students should be able to recognize the ways in which women won national elective office from 1955 2.	

	 to 1976. 
Students should be able to identify important issues and trends surrounding the women who served  3.	

	 in Congress from 1955 to 1976.

LESSON PLAN: 
To help introduce students to the upcoming activity, lead a brief discussion using the questions below:1.	

What were some of the important issues and events in America from 1955 to 1976?a.	
If asked to describe an average Member of Congress (House and Senate) during this time period, b.	

	 how would you answer?
Have there been many women who have served in Congress? (Ask students to compile a quick list.)c.	

Ask students to read the contextual essay for Section 3, A Changing of the Guard: Traditionalists,  2.	
	 Feminists, and the New Face of Women in Congress, 1955-1976, either independently or in groups.  
	 Encourage students to take notes and to write down any unanswered questions they encounter during 
	 the reading.

Once students have completed the reading, have them answer the comprehension questions. Review  3.	
	 the answers as a class.

After reviewing the answers to the comprehension questions, have students answer the next section  4.	
	 of questions (Charts and Graphs & Critical Thinking). Review the answers as a class.

	 they challenge the system? Use evidence to support your answer.
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What were some of the important similarities between the women who served during this period? 4.	
	 What were some of the major differences?

What were some of the symbolic achievements for Congresswomen during this era? How did women 5.	
	 Members use these achievements to their advantage? 

In what ways did the pre-congressional careers of many women Members from this period prepare  6.	
	 them for their work on the Hill? Provide several examples.

How did the discord among Congresswomen concerning the creation of a women’s caucus highlight 7.	
	 the generational rift of the era? 

Congresswoman Patsy Mink of Hawaii once remarked, “I had a special burden to bear to speak for 8.	
	 [all women], because they didn’t have people who could express their concerns for them adequately. 
	 So, I always felt that we were serving a dual role in Congress, representing our own districts and, at the 
	 same time, having to voice the concerns of the total population of women in the country.” What does 
	 this statement reveal about the unique role women Members played during this era? Do you think that 
	 other Congresswomen shared Mink’s sentiment or was this an exceptional sentiment?

Each group will choose  
or be assigned a Congresswoman for the activity.

	 state? What committee assignments will you seek to assist you in your dual representation? What 
	 issues will you focus on during your first term to represent both your district and the women  
	 of your state?  

You are a Congresswoman from the 1960s up for re-election in one year. Your district is urban B.	
	 and includes many working families. What issues will you likely address in Congress to gain the 
	 support of your working-class constituents? What programs might you back to help workers who 
	 are struggling to care for their families? What campaign slogan will you devise to attract attention 
	 and to get your message across to voters?

You are a Congresswoman in the 1970s who has been asked by the congressional leadership to give C.	
	 a five-minute floor speech in which you must make a case for greater economic equality for women.  
	 What points will you address to garner local and national support for this issue? Draft a speech and 
	 deliver it to your class.
