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FOREWORD 

To analyze and describe the permanently valuable records of the Fed­
eral Government preserved in the National Archives Building is one of the 
main tasks of the National Archives. Various kinds of finding aids are 
needed to facilitate the use of these reoords, and the first step in the 
records-description program is the compilation of preliminary inventories 
of the material in the almost 300 record groups to which the holdings 
of the National Arohives are allooated. 

These inventories are called "preliminary" because they are provisional 
in character. They are prepared as soon as possible after the records are 
received without wai ting to screen out all disposable material or to per­
fect ~he arrangement of the records. They are compiled primarily for in­
ternal use, both as finding aids to help the staff render efficient reter­
ence service and as a means of establishing administrative control over the 
records. 

Each preliminary inventory contains an introduction that briefly states 
the history and functions of the agency that accumulated the records. The 
records themselves are described series by series, that is, by units of 
records of the same form or that deal with the same subject or activity or 
that are arranged serially. Other signifioant infonnation about the records 
may sometimes be given in appendixes. 

When the record group has been studied sufficiently and the records 
have been placed in final order, the preliminary inventories will be re­
vised and the word "preliminary" dropped from the title of the revision. 
MeanWhile, as occasion demands and time pennits, special reports, indexes, 
calendars, and other finding aids to the record group will be prepared. 

Several tinding aids that give an overall picture ot materials in 
the National Archives have been published. A comprehensive Guide to the 
Records in the National Archives (1948) and a brief guide, Your Gover.n­
mentis Records in the National Archives (revised 1950), have been issued. 
Forty-four Reference Information Papers, which analyze records in the 
National Archives on such subjects as transportation, small business, and 
the Middle East, have so far been issued. Records of World War I have 
been described in the Handbook of Federal World War Agencies and Their 
Records, 1917-1921, and those of World War II in the two-volume guide, 
Federal Records of World War II (1950-51). Many bodies ot records ot high 
research value have been edited by the National Arohives and reproduoed 
on microfilm as a fom of publication. Positive prints ot some 9,000 
rolls of this microfilm, most of which are described in the List ot 
National Archives Microtilm Publications (1953), are now available for 
purchase. 
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INTRODUCTION 

The Select Committee of the House of Representatives on Foreign Aid 
was created by House Resolution 296, 80th Congress, which was adopted OB 
July 22, 1947. 

The resolution, submitted by Representative Christian A. Herter, of 
Massaohusetts~ on July 15, 1947, provided for the appointment of a com­
mittee of 19 members. The resolution further provided, 

The committee is authorized and direoted to make a study ot (1) 
actual and prospective needs of foreign nations and people, in­
cluding those within the United States military zones, both for re­
lief in terms of food, clothing, and so forth, and of economio re­
habilitation; (2) resources and facilities available to meet such 
needs within and without the continental United States; (3) existing 
or contemplated agencies~ whether private, public, domestio, or in­
ternational, qualified to deal with such needs; (4) any or all meas­
ures which might assist in assessing relative needs and in corre­
lating such assistance as the United States can properly make with­
out weakening its domestic economy. 

The committee shall report to the House (or to the Clerk ot the 
House if the House is not in session) from time to time as it shall 
deem appropriate, but tinally not later than March 1, 1948. 

For the purposes of this resolution the oommdttee, or any sub­
oommittee thereot, is authorized to sit and act during the present 
Congress at such times and plaoes, either within or without the 
continental limits ot the United States, whether or not the House 
is sitting, has recessed, or has adjourned, to hold such hearings, 
and to take such testimony, as it deems necessary. 

On July 29, 1947, the Speaker ot the House appointed as members of 
the select committee Representatives Charles A. Eaton, ot New Jersey 
(chairman); Christian A. Herter, ot Massachusetts; Thomas A. Jenkins, of 
Ohio; Charles A. Wolverton, of New Jersey; August H. Andresen, of 
Minnesota; Francis Case, ot South Dakota; John C. Kunkel, of PeDRsylvania; 
John M. Vorys, of Ohio; Charles W. Vursell, of Illinois, W. Kingsland 
Maoy, of New York; Richard M. Nixon, of California; William M. Colmer, ot 
Mississippi; James P. Richards, of South Carolina; Francis E. Walter, ot 
Pennsylvania, Harold D. Cooley, of North Carolina; George H. Kahon, of 
Texas; Overton Brooks, of Louisiana; Eugene J. Keogh, of New York, and 
A. S. Mike Monroney, of Oklahoma. Shortly thereafter Representative 
Eaton appointed Representative Herter as vice chainnan of the o~ 
mittee, and W. Y. Elliott became the staff director. Representative 
E. E. Cox, of Georgia, joir.ed the committee on August 19, 1947, suc­
ceeding Representative William M. Colmer, who had resigned. 
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The oommi ttee met for the tirst time on August 26, 1947, at New York 
City. immediately before its members, with the exoeption of the ohaiI'll8A, 
sailed for Europe. In Europe the oommittee divided itself into five sub­
oommitteesl one to study European agrioulture, and the others to divide 
the study of oondi tions in Great Britain, Austria, Germany, Franoe, 
Belgium, Holland, Luxembourg, Italy, Greeoe, and Trieste. In addition, 
mem.bers of the oommi ttee journeyed to Denmaric:, Norway, Sweden, Finland, 
Switzerland, Poland, Czeohoslovakia, and Turkey on taot-finding missions. 
Government offioials, and "politioal, business, labor, and peasant leaders" 
were intElrviewedJ "workers' and tanners' hom.es" were vis! ted, and trips 
were made through shops, market plaoes, and factories. The members were 
given every opportunity tor unrestricted observation and study in allot 
the free oountries visited. The activities of the committee resulted in 
the acoumulation of a "mass of data," which was to be refleoted in its 
reports. 

Exeoutive departments and the Legislative Referenoe Service of the 
Library of Congress oontributed data and intor.mation for the oommittee's 
studies. The House Foreign Affairs Committee ai ded the select committee 
in the preparation of three speoial reports, ·Voluntary Foreign Aid," 
"Eoonomio and Politioal Conditions in the Far East: Japan, China, and 
Korea,· and "Japanese Resources and the Policy of the United States." 

In the oourse of its work, the committee issued 24 preliminar,y re­
ports and supplements thereto, and a report on "the projeoted imports of 
western Europe from the rest of the 'World," prepared in the main by the 
Tariff Commission. Preliminary reports 1 through 8 of the oommi ttee were 
published before November 22, 1947, that they might be of immediate as­
sistanoe to Congress in conSidering the special program for interim aid 
to France. Italy, and Austria proposed by the Truman administration. Pre­
liminar,y reports 9 through 24 and their supplements were oonoerned with 
the longer-range program of toreign aid. The oommittee tel t that its 
preliminary reports assisted the Senate and the House of Rep re sentati ves 
to frame legislation and to conduct hearings on subjects involving foreign 
aid. It noted that many of its recommendations tor administering foreign 
aid had been adopted. The committee's final report appeared on May I, 
1948, and it included the previous reports ot the oommittee, some of which 
had been revised. The oommittee was oonfident that its final report would 
serve three oontinuing purposes, 

(1) To equip the Congress, through appropriate oommittees, for 
the continuing studies both of the original applications and of the 
subsequent authorizations and enforoement of responsibilities to 
Congress for the exeoution at the aid programs, (2) to afford to the 
administrator of foreign aid and to the other agencies of the Federal 
Government with responsibl11 ties under the foreign-aid program, a 
broad and detailed study of the major factors affecting its success 
and the reoommendations of the committee for administrative action 
and policies, and (3) to afford to the people of' the United States 
as objeotive a guide as possible to the understanding of the soope, 
neoessity, administrative meohanisms, methods of finanoing and the 
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necessar,y protections for the interests and the econ~ of the United 
States. for a progrwn adequate to assist the recovery of Europe and 
other areas of the world. 

With the issuance of the tinal report. the committee conoluded its 
work. 

The reoords of the committee. which amount to approximately 25 cubic 
feet. are part of Record Group 233. Records of the United States House of 
Representatives. No person may have access to the records of the co~ 
mittee or receive infonnation contained therein exoept upon express 
authorization by the House of Representatives.
